PROCEDURE:

1. Prop open the bonnet.
2. Disconnect the battery earth lead.

3. Remove the parcel tray from the dash, as follows:
(a) If the vehicle is fitted with a heater, withdraw the demister hose from the
parcel tray.
(b) Ease the back of the parcel tray away from the dash by prising out the peg
retainers.
{c) Withdraw the parcel tray from the dash.

4.  Cut a hole in the back of the parcel tray and make a vertical cut from the hole,
through to the top edge of the tray, as illustrated, to provide an entry for
auxiliary switch and warning light leads.



5. Refit the parcel tray to the dash, locating any auxiliary switch or warning light leads
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through the slotted hole.

Assemble side panel 346732 RH Stg or 346733 LH Stg to inner side panel 346734
RH Stg or 346735 LH Stg, using locknut 79013 (2), trim finisher 347924 and drive
screw 79156 (2).

Locate the assembled auxiliary switch panel in position in the centre of dash, mark
out and drill four 2,8 mm {(0.110 in) diameter fixing holes in the facia support panel.

Withdraw the auxiliary switch panel and fit switches or warning lights, as required.
Fit blanking plugs 338015 and 338017 to unused holes.

Fit edging strip 347308 (2) to the bottom edges of the auxiliary switch panel.

Locate the auxiliary switch panel in its approximate fitted position, and connect the
electrical leads to the switches and warning lights, as applicable.

Align the auxiliary switch panel with the fixing holes previously drilted in the facia
support panel, and secure using drive screw 78140 {4) and plain washer 4032 {4).

Reconnect the battery earth lead and close the bonnet.
